The grief of losing a child is always a challenge. The Cameron family wanted something that would stand the
test of time. They wanted a monument that had a traditional feel but also something unique that had not
been done. Mrs. Cameron first described the monument to be one that enveloped the lot. The cemetery
limitation for the depth of the monument restricted us in fully enclosing the lot. We then discussed how
incorporating a second medium (bronze) would enhance the stately feel to the design. Originally the bronze
was to be a center feature, but after multiple design concepts being reviewed we agreed by adding the bronze
rails to the length of the monument it would give a beautiful detail of openness for the large cemetery section
that remained behind the monument. Complimenting the bronze rails we added the traditional bronze laurel
leaf wreath denoting peace. This laurel wreath frames the bronze cross showing their religious faith.

This project was true labor of love for Mrs. Cameron. Every detail was scrutinized. We added details along the
way the truly helped the overall monument become this beautiful piece of art. The cut back groves on the
face of the center tablet enhance the check top end of the center tablet. The polished checks on the bench
supports add to the classic feel and the multiple bases with the flower urn add dignity to the monument for
future generations to reflect.

The additions of the benches on each side enclose the lot in a unique way. Mrs. Cameron now has a special
place to remember her son and has her private place to go and find peace. After the monument was set, Mrs.
Cameron came in to pay her final bill and could not have been more grateful. Her parting words were, “we
became friends through this process and she will always be grateful for that.”

This memorial was more than just a family monument; it was a means that the mother used to help her get
through her grief. We will always have a special place for Mrs. Cameron because we can call her friend too.
